Pawsome  Chocolate Chip Cookies

Ingredients:
120g butter
softened
75g light brown sugar
75g golden caster sugar
1 medium egg
1 tsp vanilla extract

180g plain flour
½ tsp bicarbonate of soda
150g dark chocolate (cut into
chunks)
200g white chocolate

Method:
    1. Preheat & Prep:

Preheat your oven to 180°C and line 2 baking trays with parchment paper.

    2. Get mixing: 
In a large bowl, cream the butter and sugars together until very light and fluffy, then beat in the egg
and vanilla.
Once combined, stir in the flour, bicarb, chocolate and ¼ tsp salt.

    3. Shape the Cookies:
Scoop 10 large tbsps of the mixture onto the trays, leaving enough space between each to allow for
spreading.
To make "dog bones," shape some of the dough into small cylinders and pinch the ends.

    4. Bake:
Bake for 10-12 mins or until firm at the edges but still soft in the middle. 
Let cool on the baking sheet for 5 minutes before transferring to a wire rack.

    5. Decorate with Paw Prints:
Melt the white chocolate.
Use a small spoon or piping bag to add paw print designs on the cooled cookies:
One large dot for the pad and three small dots above it for toes.

1 cup of whole wheat flour
1/2 cup of creamy peanut butter (don't use peanut butter that contains
xylitol as it is poisonous to dogs!)
1/4 cup of mashed banana
1/4 cup of vegetable stock

Method:
    1. Preheat & Prep:

Preheat your oven to 180°C. 

    2. Get mixing: 
In a large bowl, stir all of the ingredients until combined into a dough. 
Once combined, stir in the flour, bicarb, chocolate and ¼ tsp salt.

    3. Rolling:
Next, flour your surface and roll out your mixture evenly with a rolling pin (dough should be 1/4 inch
thick).

    4. Get Creative:
Cut out shapes from your mixture with a cookie cutter - we like a bone shape!

    5. Bake:
Place your raw treats on an ungreased baking tray and then bake for
18 minutes until golden brown.

    6. Serve to your lucky pooch!
